Chemical engineers also work 
in various manufacturing industries other than chemical 
manufacturing, such as: producing energy, electronics, 
food, clothing and paper. hey also work in health care, 
biotechnology and business services. Some may specialize 
in a particular chemical process, such as oxidation or 
photosynthesis. Others specialize in a particular ield such 
as non materials or in the development of speciic products. 
Jobs for chemical engineering graduates will be available in 
mineral based industries, petrochemical plants, synthetic 
ibers wits and even in petroleum reining plants. Chemical 
engineers are expected to have employment growth of 
8 percent over the projections decade, about as fast as 
the average for all occupations. Among manufacturing 
industries, pharmaceuticals may provide the best 

opportunities for jobseekers. However, most employment 
growth for chemical engineers will be in service providing 
industries such as professional, scientiic and technical 
services, particularly for research in energy and the 
developing ields of biotechnology and nanotechnology. 
Typically a chemical Engineer has to study the following 
subjects. Mathematics, Engineering chemistry, chemical 
process principles, Inorganic and physical, chemistry,

Pre-existing Anxiety Disorders and depressive Disorders have been identiied 
as major risk factors in children for developing Post-Traumatic stress 
Disorder (PTSD) later in their life. When children with anxiety disorder 
and externalizing behavior problems by six years of age are exposed 
to traumatic events, they are at an increased risk for developing 
PTSD.

On the other hand, children with an intelligence Quotient 
(IQ) score greater than 115 at six years of age are at a 
lower risk for developing PTSD. Moreover, among 
children exposed to trauma, those who develop 
PTSD, are at a higher risk of developing co morbid 
depression. hus, genetic predisposition for anxiety 
disorders and family history of depressive disorders 
and family predispose trauma exposed the children 
to develop PTSD. Children with PTSD exibit 
smaller volumes of brain (intracranial substances) 
and neural tissue (corpus callosum). Other indings 
include memory deicits and lower IQ levels Adults with 
PTSD have overactive neurons and a decreased volume of 
hippocampus, a brain component that processes short term and 
long term memory.
